END OF YEAR (2002) REPORT

Membership: stands at 37, 25 first claim, 12 second claim, from an original 10 which formed the club, we have grown at an average of 1 new member every two weeks. Deirdre won the draw for our guaranteed London Marathon entry.

Notable achievments during the year: The formation of the club saved the Mid-Essex cross country league from closing, two new clubs have been attracted  and it seems as if its future is safe for some time. We hosted a cross country race for the league attracting almost 100 runners. MEC 4th out of 6 in the league, Jim, Ben, Deirdre and Sue all in the top five. Ann improved in every race and is our Female cross country champion.  

MEC 11th out of 11 in the North-Essex cross country league, mens team placed between 8th and 10th , but we were penalised for not having complete mens and womens teams. Ben and Stuart were well placed in all events and Ben is our Male cross country champion.

MEC Winners of the Silver End fun run and the Maldon promenade 5k team events.

MEC 14th club out of 18 in the Essex Country cross country relay championships, despite one runner getting lost on his lap.

Pip won the Harwich 5k series, Dave 6th in the National Trail Championships. Deirdre won the Great Bentley trail race, Sue won the Thrift Green trail race. Danny won the Cadets National x/c championships, was 2nd in the Schools Regional x/c championships, and also won 4 junior North Essex x/c races.

We have promoted 6 trail events attracting 274 entries during the year, in the Annual Easter series, our own Summer series, and in the new winter series. We assisted the Essex Way relay (10 legs totalling 82 miles) to become a trail event, greatly easing its admin and promotion and ensuring its place in the calendar for many years to come, MEC 7th despite not having a full team of 10.

Finances:

Look reasonably healthy, we were caught out a little by the SEAA and Essex fees falling due in December, so we have paid two years fees so far. Kit can be a problem as we have to order in multiples of 5 so we will always have some unsold stock. We are trying to make the different areas self-financing, so everyone gets what they pay for.
